e Parents should NOT drive around the back bus loop while dropping off their student.
Dismissal:
e All students will be dismissed at 3:10 PM.
e There is a new traffic pattern this school year:
o Buses will go behind the building (left at the bottom of the driveway).
o Families will use the front main entrance (right at the bottom of the driveway).
e All students will be picked up at the front entrance.
e Walkers should exit the front of the building and head to their assigned area.
e All 5" and 6" grade students will report directly to the playground.
e All 7" and 8" grade students will report directly to the back parking lot.
e Parents should NOT drive around the back bus loop while dropping off their student.
e MVMS offers a late bus that leaves MVMS at 5:00. Students must sign up in the office by 1:00 PM on
the day they want to take the late bus.
Bus Pick Up/Drop Off
e Students will be picked up and dropped off at their assigned grade level area:
o 5% and 6" grade students will be dropped off near the playground.
o 7+ and 8" grade students will be dropped off near the back parking lot.

As a friendly reminder, please stay alert and drive slowly while picking up/dropping off your student. All
students should enter/exit the vehicle from the passenger side at arrival and dismissal. Please pull your
vehicle forward when waiting or before having your student enter the vehicle to maintain traffic flow.

Update from the Nurses: Attention 7" Grade Parents

The State of NH requires all students entering 7™ grade to receive the Tdap vaccine (Tetanus and Pertussis)
prior to the start of 7t" grade. Most students receive this vaccine between ages 10-12. Many 7th graders are
still missing documentation of this vaccine. If your student received this vaccine, we ask that you send in a
copy of their immunization record. If your student has not had the Tdap vaccine, please make arrangements
with your student’s health care provider for him/ her to receive this vaccine before the start of school in
September and submit a copy of your student’s vaccine record to the MVMS nurses once completed. Feel free
to contact the MVMS Health Office with any questions or concerns.
